a. Save the document to your computer.  

b. Do not call it “Resume”.  Use your first and last name: “First Last Resume Fall 2022.docx” 
c. You will see red text.  Replace the red text with your personal information. 

d. Refer to the Resume Guide on how to create the content. 

e. When filled out content, highlight all the text, change the font color to black. 

f. Save the file to your BOX Account. 

g. You are now ready to upload into WabashWorks for review/approval by Career Services.

• On the right side, you will see “Edit public profile URL.”  

• Click on the blue pen beside URL. 
• Edit it to resemble your name on LinkedIn. (ex: linkedin.com/in/yourname). 

• Copy this URL, and use it in the contact information block on your resume. 

Step C: After your resume is approved, come back to your LinkedIn account, and fill out your
